2. Installation
2.1. Installation of Display
2.1.1 Open the reserved switch on the dashboard.
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2.1.2 Put the Display into the reserved switch position.


2.1.3  Connect the plugs of wire harness to display and receiver. As shown below:

2.1.4 Choose a suitable position to fix the Receiver inside the dashboard with 3M Dual Lock Fastener. The installation position should avoid the metal board to ensure good communication between sensor and receiver.
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2.1.5. Connect the power wires to the vehicle power supply according to correct polarity, as shown below:



　


2.1.6. After connection, turn on the ignition switch to”Ⅰ”, the screen displays”- - - kpa”, indicating that it’s ready to receive signals from the sensor.
2.2 Installation Steps for Sensor
2.2.1 Attach the tire position label onto the wheel hub, and dismount the tires from the car according to standard tire-dismounting process;
2.2.2 Deflate the tire and put the tire onto the demolition machine, detach the rubber tubes and wheel hub with slit of 10~15cm through a separation shovel, then remove the valve from the wheel hub;

2.2.3 Take out the sensors and take off the locknut and then install the sensor onto the wheel hub, then the sensor will replace the position of the original tire valve;

2.2.4 Screw the locknut with M12 socket firmly(Torque: 3-5N*M);
      

2.2.5 Inflate tire to standard pressure and then check the connection of locknut and valve core with soap solution to confirm whether there is air leakage;
2.2.6 Screw the valve cap onto the valve to finish the installation;
2.2.7 After installing the sensor, user must balance the tire. Install other 3 sensors according to above steps, and then install the tires to car.
Note: After sensor installation the tire must be rebalanced and adjusted.
            

2.2.8 After installing the sensor, please keep the car running under the speed of 20km/h with at least 4 mins to awake the sensors.
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
